Overview of Proposed Changes (Cont):
• Adding additional standards, restrictions and requirements:

o Limit special event permits on Main St. from Orange to Gulfstream Avenue, 
J.D. Hamel Park and Bayfront Park

o Limit street closures on Main St. Monday – Friday to after 5pm

o Limitations do not apply to city co-sponsored, DID, recurring events

• Requirements for recurring special events
• Requirements for special events more than 96 hours
• Litter removal requirement
• City Co-sponsored request process
• Non-profit requirement
